Subcommittee Progress Reports:

Lake Ouachita Vista Trail:  Jerry Shields informed the Members:

     Over 500 volunteer hours were used to create the first leg of the Lake Ouachita Vista Trail (LOVT).  The new section of the trail will take as many, if not more volunteer hours as the trail is a little more difficult since it will have more hills.  The EA and Archeological Survey have been done on the new section of the trail.  The construction of the next leg of the trail will be started the last week of September.
     There will have to be built two bridges over gullies on the LOVT, which may have to be built with volunteer workers. 

     The Game and Fish has yet to budget $100,000 a year for 3 years to complete the Wilderness and Education section of the trail for handicapped, board walk and interpretive signs.
     The Corp is still on track to build the trail and if year end funds become available, comfort station. 

     The new benches should arrive this month.  Metal plates will be placed on the benches for a $500.00 donation.  The plates will only cost about $150.00 and the rest of the donation will go for the construction of the trails.  Jerry informed Steve he had some additional donations.
     Grant money will be given to Judge Ted Elder who will retain the money for us, provide accountability, and write checks as we need them for trail construction.  It was moved by Jerry that money donated for the benches be place in the Friends of Lake Ouachita, Inc Trust and that Steve Laney be the treasurer of the trust.  The motion was seconded and approved by the members present.  Steve informed the board the trust does not accumulate interest, which the Members acknowledged.

Lake Ouachita Clean-up Day:  Steve informed the Members the new design for the T-Shirts will be like the one last year, except it will have the 50th Anniversary of Lake Ouachita on it.
