Announcements:

He informed the Members that Candace Mitchell, American Trail Awards, had e-mailed him stating both nominations had been received and were acceptable. All candidate information was reviewed and discussed by the Members present with the following recommendations proposed to Rick Stokes: Phil Carr, Sue Hale, and Patrick Witherspoon.  With Rick S.’s approval of the boards recommendations the candidates will be notified. 

Subcommittee Progress Reports
Trailer Park Septic System Certifications:  This report was tabled until the July meeting when Rick S would be available.  Titus informed the Members that Arkansas State Law requires that the septic system be recertified. This documentation must be provided prior to a new unit being installed.
Dan M. informed Titus H. there was a section of trailers at Brady Mountain Resort that has had problems with its septic system and he believes it is leaking into the lake. He said things like that are serious and it makes him upset that the Corps doesn’t seem to be addressing it.  Dave D. stated now that the matter had been brought to Titus’ attention the Corps should be given a chance to address this problem. If the Corps doesn’t provide a timely response then the board should act.  Titus H. said that he would be checking into the matter and give the LOCFC an update. 

LOCFC Affiliation: Arnie H. emphasized that all activities and projects done by LOCFC Members, as a representative for the LOCFC, has to be approved by the Lake Ouachita Field Office.  At all times there must be a clear and distinct separation between ones professional and personal interests verse LOCFC Member interests.
Lake Ouachita Clean-Up 2006:  Arnie H. announced the clean-up is scheduled for October 07, 2006. Committees need to be formed early this year in order to ensure a good turnout during the event. 

Dan M. suggested that signs be posted on islands informing the people to pick up trash and that the Corps should start charging people for camping on the islands.  The Members supported the posting of signs on the islands.  Charging people for camping on the islands is a separate issue, which the Corps has addressed numerous times. 

Beverly B. was tasked with sending cards to the houseboat owners to participate in keeping the islands clean. Possibly the marinas could include a card w/info on the cleanup in there regular mailer.


Jerry W. asked for a number to report people that were littering on the lake. 

Dave D. asked if it would be possible to use prisoners to clean up certain portions of the lake?
EIS and Master Plan Subcommittee PDT: Titus H. nothing new to report. 

Jerry W. asked if there had been an inspection done on the water quality following a 5500 acre burn the USFS completed recently. He suspected that there would be some issues from Crystal towards Brady. Titus H. said that he would check into this and try to get more information on the results of the burn.
